The Black Eyed Susan drives into the Slaughter Creek Marina in Dorchester County on Nov. 16 after
a two-day trek from Snow Hill. The saga of the riverboat began in 2019, when Worcester County
and Snow Hill staff members pushed for the town to buy the 111-foot vessel to increase year-round
tourism.
